Step 1: Clean knuckle for welding.
Step 2: Bolt unit  bearing in with spacer installed.
Step 3: Make sure that the shoulder on the unit bearing extends into the knuckle to align 
the spacer
Step 4: Tack weld spacer in 3 places next to bolt holes.
Step 5: Remove unit bearing.
Step 6: Per-heat the knuckle around the 3 bolt holes to about 400 to 500 degrees. 
Step 7: Make 6 1/2" to 3/4" welds on the sides of the 3 bolt  holes.
Step 8: Let the knuckle cool.
Step 9: Paint unit bearing spacer and knuckle.
Step 10: Install unit bearing.
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
